Production Car Autotest
Sunday 11 May 2008

At  Shropshire Rally School
Supplementary Regulations
1. The Formula 1000 Rally Club will organise a Clubsport Production Car Autotest on Sunday 11 May 2008 at Shropshire Rally School.
2. The Meeting will be held under the General Regulations of the Motor Sports Association  (incorporating the provisions of the International Sporting Code of the FIA) and these supplementary regulations.
3. An MSA permit has been applied for and will be posted on the official notice board on the day.

4. The event is open to members of the organising club only. MSA Competition licences are NOT required. The event will not form part of any championships.
5. Signing-on and Scrutineering start at 09.30am on the day of the event at the venue, and finish at 10.30am. Any competitor not signed-on by 10.30am may be classed as a non-starter.

There will be a drivers briefing at 11.00am at signing-on which all drivers must attend.

The first car will start at 11.30am and finish at approx. 4.30pm.

6. Entries open on publication of these SR’s and close on 11 May 2008 at 10.30am.

The maximum number of entries for the meeting is 30 and the minimum is 15. The organisers reserve the right to cancel the meeting if the minimum figure is not met. 
Entries will be accepted using a first come, first served basis. Entries cancelled by 10 May 2008 will be refunded in full. A full refund will be given if the event is cancelled by the organisers. 
Entries will be acknowledged within seven days by phone / text.

The entry fee is £25.

All entries should be submitted on the official entry form and accompany the correct fee.

7. The minimum ages for the event are:-

Driver - 14 years. 

Navigator - 14 years.

NOTE- FOR DRIVERS AGED 14, 15 OR 16 OR THOSE NOT HOLDING A FULL RTA LICENCE, THE PASSENGER MUST HOLD A FULL RTA LICENCE AND BE EXPERIENCED IN AUTOTESTING.

Drivers may not swap cars or navigators after signing-on.

SEAT BELTS MUST BE WORN BY BOTH CREW MEMBERS FOR THE ENTIRE TEST.

8. There will be 3 classes as follows:-
Class A
 - Small engined saloon cars (up to and including 1000cc)

Class B
 - Medium engined saloon cars (1001cc to 1500cc)

Class C
 -Large engined saloon cars (1501cc and over)

9. All cars will be scrutineered prior to the event and must comply with D38-43 but may be tailored to the venue and do not need TAX or MOT. Any open / sports cars must have hood up. 

Wheels and tyres are free, but must be road legal with a road pattern.  Min tyre tread depth 1.6 mm at start of event. 
10. Competitors will be supplied with a competition number, which must be clearly displayed. Competitors will be split into groups. One Group will compete while another marshals, and so on.

All Marshals are Judges of Fact with regard to test penalties, and their decision will be final. A list will be available for examination at the event.

12. Details of all tests will be available on the day at signing-on.

Each driver will have at least three attempts at each diagram and the test with the highest penalty will be disregarded towards a competitors total score (i.e. – worst score dropped for each test diagram). The number of tests will depend on number of entries and at the discretion of the Clerk of the Course. Competitors will be kept informed during the day.

Timing will be by Stop-watches timed to one hundredth of a second.

13. The starting procedure will be:-
Place front wheels on the first start line. Start when ready after the timekeeper instructs you to "Start in your own time". Timing will commence when the front wheels cross the start line.
The finish procedure will be:-
Timing stops when the finish line is crossed by the front wheels.

Competitors must "stop astride the finish line". Failure to stop astride the finish line will result in a line penalty being applied.

The order of attempting tests will be at the organiser’s discretion.

14. Marking and Penalties will be as per Table F1:-
(b) Not attempting a test

(c) Wrong test / not completing / false start

(d) Striking a pylon/cone

* = Plus the lowest by any competitor in the class making an attempt correctly on that run

Note: The maximum penalty (including time) for any test cannot exceed penalty (b) or (c) above.

15. There will be a pit area where cars must obey a strict 10MPH speed limit and must be aware of their responsibilities under the Health and Safety Act

16. Provisional results will be published as soon as possible after the event. Any Protest must be in accordance with C (d) 45-49. To be classified as a finisher competitors must attempt at least 50% of the tests in the car in which they started. 

17. Awards will be presented to the Fastest Time of Day and 1st in each class and will be presented at the venue as soon as possible after the event has finished.

18. Practicing anywhere in or near the venue is prohibited under pain of exclusion. This will include speeding, handbrake turns, skidding, wheel spinning and aggressive driving whilst not on tests.

The BTRDA definition of test performance and wrong test will be used as follows:-
In any diagram illustrating a test, dimensions will be approximate and for guidance only, whilst a sequence of manoeuvres will be mandatory but not exclusive. A maximum penalty will be imposed when the mandatory sequence of manoeuvres has not been completed. A test will not be incorrect if the driver realizes his/her mistake, goes back to the point at which the mistake occurred and then completes the test correctly as required by the diagram.
